On Thursday, May 21, at 12:15 p.m., a free community meal will be offered.

Pentecost is considered the birthday of the Church, as it marks the transition from Christ’s
teaching to the universal mission of His disciples. The central event of the day is the descent of the
Holy Spirit, who appeared to the Apostles in the form of “tongues of fire.” This form was rich in
symbolism: the fire represented the purification from fear and divine zeal, while the shape of the
tongue symbolized the gift of speech and the ability of the Apostles to preach in all languages,

uniting people in a common faith.

This day was also the moment of the great transformation of the Apostle Peter. From the disciple
who, just a few weeks earlier, had denied Christ out of fear, he became the courageous leader who
stood boldly before thousands of people. In his first historic sermon, Peter explained that the
speaking in tongues of the Apostles was not the result of drunkenness, but the fulfillment of

prophecy, and he spoke with boldness about the Crucifixion and the Resurrection of Christ.

His words were so powerful that those present were deeply moved—*cut to the heart”—and asked
anxiously, “What shall we do?” Peter called them to repentance and baptism, and about 3,000
people believed and were baptized that very day. Thus, through the power of the Holy Spirit and

Peter’s witness, the first Christian community was established.

Apolytikion of Pentecost:

Blessed art Thou, O Christ our God, Who hast revealed the fishermen as most wise, sending down
upon them the Holy Spirit; and through them Thou hast drawn the world into Thy net. O Lover of
mankind, glory be to Thee.
